Action: Our love for God is the only thing more important than our love for others. Reflect on
how you are growing in your love for God. As we become more and more committed to loving the
lost, what are some of the sacrifices we may have to make personally? What sacrifices might we
have to make as a church?

Infusion Focus

In this Infusion, we will discuss the importance of
loving God, loving the lost, and loving our church.
We’ll also be taking a look at the steps we can
take toward moving God’s heart for the lost
deeper into our lives and our area of ministry.

LOVE, LOVE, AND MORE LOVE

Outreach Influence Team
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Read: Luke 15:4-7 (3 minutes for Scripture and prayer)

Pray: For a heart that loves God deeply and extends His love to others. Also,
pray that God’s heart for the lost will permeate your soul and your entire
church congregation or ministry.

 What was your personal outreach temperature over the past month?
Who is one person you are seeking to reach with the Gospel of Jesus?
What is your ministry outreach temperature?
What are you doing to raise your personal or ministry outreach
temperature by one degree?

Share: Invite 2-3 members of your Outreach Influence
Team to share an outreach story from their life or area of
ministry that happened since the last time you met. 
(8 minutes) 
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The One-Degree Rule:  Five Minutes to Share It
(10 minutes)

Break into pairs and use The One-Degree Rule to infuse
outreach accountability. Use a timer and give each
person five minutes. 
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Opening Scripture and Prayer

Follow-up:
Have two or three group members give a one-minute report on a step they took
in the past thirty days to connect more closely with a lost person in their life. 
(4 minutes)



Discuss: (10 minutes) 

What struck you about the foundational importance of loving God when you
read the sections from the Organic Outreach books as you prepared for this
infusion?
What can we do to grow our relationship with God and love Him more?
What can we do to increase our love for lost people and show them the
powerful presence and love of Jesus?
What are specific and practical ways we can love the Church more, like Jesus
does?

Read: Luke 15:1-10 (10 minutes)

What do you learn about the importance of searching for lost things and
what does this teach us about evangelism?
Describe the heart and spirit that should capture each of us when a lost
person comes home to Jesus. How would you respond if someone you love
(that you have been praying for and sharing Jesus with) accepted the grace
and leadership of Jesus in their life?
What happens in the heart of God and in heaven every time someone places
their faith in Jesus?
